Benefits
Some benefits of studying and playing music are well known: enjoyment, confidence, coordination, expression, and more. Private lessons or small group lessons are usually the best way to learn to play a musical instrument. Most people will make better progress with a good private teacher versus learning on your own or in a classroom. A good teacher uses time tested, proven learning materials. A good teacher will discern what you need to reach your goals. A good teacher has experience and ability and patience to solve problems that might be slowing you down. Especially important for kids, I use lots of positive reinforcement so that the student is always doing something well, but also always building to the next level. 

Annual Fall and Spring Recitals provide something to work toward. Recitals take place at the beautiful White Rock Court retirement home.  Parents, students, and residents have really enjoy these recitals. 

About the Teacher and the Lessons
I am a full time piano teacher and occasional performing pianist.  I teach 60 wonderful kids, and 5 wonderful adults.  About  half my students have their lessons in their homes. About half come to my studio for their lessons. I teach any style of music. Students learn to play music by ear and improvise, as well as how to read music correctly and expressively. 

I can provide great references from current students and parents.  Most students live in or near Lakewood, M Streets, or Forest Hills, or Park Cities. Many students know each other from school and from recitals. 

I have performed professionally on piano and keyboards for twenty five years, including church musician, dance band pianist, rock bands, country bands, jazz trio, jazz quartet with singer, weddings, wedding receptions, solo pianist for parties, and corporate events, mostly in Dallas, Texas, my home town.

Books and Supplies 
For practice you will need a piano that is in tune, or a good digital keyboard with touch-sensitive, weighted keys. Second, you need a metronome with a good loud click ($25 to $80). You don’t have to hunt down music books and supplies, I make them available. The cost of music books and other supplies averages about $50 to $75 a year as a typical maximum amount.  

Payment and Schedule Policy

Payment of monthly tuition is required in advance each month. Payment must be made during the last week of the month for the coming month. Invoices are not mailed unless requested.  The same fee applies to every month. Your payment reserves your scheduled time slot for your private lesson. If you must miss a lesson, you may arrange a Lesson Swap with another student, from a complete list of names, times and phone numbers of all students willing to trade. Lesson Swaps must be done within a week of the miss and cannot be carried into the future. No provision is made for makeup lessons or for refunds for missed lessons. 



Four holidays per year are built in - January 1st, Thanksgiving, Christmas/Hanukah, and Teacher Holiday. There are no lessons on these four holidays. For vacations and holidays other than these four listed holidays, if you give reasonable advance notice (at least one week notice) and if a Lesson Swap is not feasible, a Vacation Credit can be issued, and tuition pro-rated, up to three Vacation Credits per year.   During Summer, you may continue lessons, suspend lessons, or take ‘Summer Lessons’. If you suspend lessons completely you may not be able to keep your same time slot next Fall. To lock in your time slot for the fall, you can take ‘Summer Lessons’ by paying  half tuition for the three summer months, which covers 6 lessons for the summer.  This policy is designed to (1) work well for everybody involved,  and (2) to keep the teacher sane and sound !
